PRESENT

3.        ELECTION OF CHAIRMAN

It was proposed that David Brown would chair the meeting as a temporary Chairman – proposed by Martin Trollope-Bellew proposed and seconded by Sue Lee. It was further discussed that David Brown may then take over from David Hetherington in May, at the end of the parish year. 

4.       MATTERS ARISING – not covered later
a. The developer for the grainstore development has been contacted, and they have agreed to look to see if they can repair the path both by the new development and out of the village to the last house.

b.  The group of people who volunteered at the last meeting to look at the idea of a village event, have yet to meet. David Brown agreed to pull all parties together to further discussions regarding an event. 

c. The principle of liaising with surrounding villages regarding the litter pick has been done, and all boundaries are now clear. 

5.
PLANNING

John Gibbison, the representative from Hereward Homes explained that the original application for 1 large dwelling in place of the agricultural building had now been changed to: 3 x single storey dwellings and a two-storey building, in keeping with the other developments. The plans were viewed and there were no objections from the village, and it was agreed that David H would reply with a positive acceptance. 

6.
VILLAGE ASSETS

The discussions continued with regard the possible assets that the village may want assistance with from the developers of the grainstore conversion

1. Play Equipment – was ruled out on grounds of cost and ongoing insurance

2. Gates either side of the three 30mph signs to highlight the speed restriction. These were priced at £3k, so were ruled out on cost grounds, but requotes would be reconsidered. These would need highways permission; and may not be possible to erect, as there is insufficient verge area.

3. Trees on the Memorial Field was a supported idea, although these could be sourced from the district council without cost to the village.

4. Large planter at Barholm sign at Manor Farm end of village. Costs to be investigated. 
5. A new goal post for the field – Hereward homes would investigate the costs of this. 

6. A sign for the village was discussed, and the idea supported. 

7. A new box for the defibrulator was discussed, however at over £700, it was decided that a key box with a code beside the defibrulator was a better solution at limited cost.

7.    HIGHWAYS
No specific items of highways were raised; except the pothole leaving the village towards Uffington on the LHS. This was to be reported by Martin TB
8.     AOB

a) Chris Harris suggested replacing the hedge at the bottom of the memorial field, and this was supported as a good idea. Chris will coordinate the project and get the old hedge cleared; and Rosemary would look to fund the new hedge plants from district funds.

b) DH raised 2 items from Paula at the Rectory

i) Could she remove the fence to access her paddock next to memorial field - it was decided this could not happen

ii) Could she put a fence on the outside of the wall between her and the church to control her dog – this is not the parish wall, so is not a parish matter and she should approach the church

c) Thanks was registered to Chris Harris for obtaining and erecting the village Christmas tree.

d) Thanks also registered for all those who attended the litter pick 2 weeks earlier, and it would be nice to see a few more there in future.

e) VE Day was raised as a possible village event opportunity, but it was decided that it was too short notice to now plan an event.
